Roads and Transport

1. A725 Raith Underpass opened on Thursday 16th Feb 2017, which will make Raith Interchange gyratory less busy.

2. Other M74 works progressing around Raith, Maryville, and Daldowie Junctions.

3. Connection of M8 Baillieston connection commenced on Friday 17th Feb for anticipated 10 weeks. This will likely cause increased congestion on M74/M73 with spill over into local roads including through Bothwell and Uddingston.
4. Full closure of Fallside Road Bothwell (north of Bothwell Services emergency access to Bellshill Road) 0600 Sunday 5th March to 2300 Thursday 9th March 2017 for carriageway resurfacing.
5. Silverwells Crescent in vicinity of St Andrews Avenue Junction. Complaint from resident regarding condition of grass verges following Gas Works. BCC have inspected and the contractor has placed new coating of topsoil over the re-instatement, giving it a barren appearance. New grass will likely grow through when the growing season starts. BCC will monitor and contact SLC if the look of the verge does not improve.
6. Bothwell Castle Speeding Issue. Historic Scotland have provided details for new Gateway Sign to Bothwell Castle Grounds, along with proposals for new speed limit signs and prohibited parking in the bus turning area. BCC are very grateful to HS for their help in this matter.
